3. Align the connector positions. 4. Secure the connectors with the bolts (4 bolts).
Align the frames straight so that there is no gap Using the bolts with pre-fitted rubber washers,
between them. Match the holes of the connectors secure the connectors. Tighten the bolts evenly and
with the bolt holes from Step 2. gradually until the rubber washers are compressed to

approximately half their original thickness.
